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Definitions

A. Accounts receivable or payable

Trade credit and advances

This category comprises trade credit for goods and services extended to
corporations, government, NPISHSs, households and the rest of the world, and
advances for work that are in progress (if classified as such under inventories) or
are to be undertaken. Trade credits and advances do not include loans to finance
trade credit, which are classified as loans.

Other

This category includes accounts receivable and payable, other than those described
previously, that is the amounts are not related to the provision of goods and
services. It covers amounts related to taxes, dividends, purchases and sales of
securities, rent, wages and salaries, and social contributions. Interest that accrues
but is not paid is included in this item only if the accrued interest is not added to

the value of the asset on which the interest is payable (as is usually the case).

B. Financial Instruments

Debt securities

Negotiable instruments serving as evidence that units have obligations to settle by
means of providing cash, a financial instrument, or some other item of economic
value. Examples include negotiable certificates of deposit, bonds, private bond
placements sold directly to institutional investors, notes, securitized SME loans,
bankers’ acceptances, etc.

Loans

Financial assets that are created when a creditor lends funds directly to a debtor
and are evidenced by non-negotiable documents. These include mortgage loans,
consumer loans, hire-purchase credit, financial leases, securities repurchase
agreements, etc.

Insurance technical reserves

Consist of net equity of households in life insurance reserves and pension funds
and prepayments of insurance premiums and reserves against outstanding claims.
All these are considered assets of the beneficiaries and policyholders.

C. Quantitative Measures

Number of branches:

Include all units of the reporting institution that are physically separated from the
main office but not organized as legally separate subsidiaries. Typically, a branch
provides a wide range of face to face and automated services to its customers.
Services may include financial advice.

Branches in Rural / Urban Areas:

(Mauritius Only)

All branches of the reporting institution located in areas classified as rural / urban
according to the criteria used by the country.

Number of borrowers:

Provide the number of customers who obtained credit (loans) from the reporting
institution.

Qutstanding loans: Total level of outstanding loans to customers as defined above.
Outstanding deposits: Outstanding level of all transferable and other deposits as defined above.

Outstanding issues of debt securities:|Outstanding level of debt securities issued by the reporting financial institution.
